The report contains the following information:

Student Assessment Data — Michigan Educational Assessment Program
(MEAP), Michigan Merit Exam (MME), and Michigan’s Alternative Assessment
Program (MI-Access)

e Dresents achievement data for English Language Arts and mathematics for grades 3 to 8
(MEAP), for grade 11 (MME) and science for grades 5 and 8 compared to targets for all
students as well as subgroups of students.

e Provides achievement data for English Language Arts, mathematics and science for
students with significant disabilities (MI-Access) compared to targets for all students with
disabilities as well as subgroups of students.

e Helps readers understand achievement progress within schools and compare these to
district and state achievement.

Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) — Detail Data and Status
Provides information from assessments, graduation and attendance rates and AYP status in
relation to four criteria:

o The district must test 95% of students in total and in each required subgroup.

e The district must attain achievement goals in English Language Arts and mathematics or
reduce the percentage of students in the non-proficient category of achievement
significantly (“safe harbor”) annually.

e The district must attain achievement goals for each subgroup that has at least 30 students
in the group.



e The district must meet or exceed the other academic indicators set by the state: graduation
rate for high schools and attendance rate for elementary and middle schools.

Teacher Quality Data

o Identifies teacher qualifications at district and school levels.
e Reports percentage of core academic classes taught by teachers not considered highly
qualified to teach such classes.

NAEP Data (National Assessment of Educational Progress)
e Provides state results of the national assessment in mathematics and reading every other
year in grades 4 and 8.
e Cannot be compared with MEAP results for grades 4 and 8 because there are no national
standards.

For 2010-11, Memphis Community Schools made Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in English
language arts and mathematics. All schools in the district also made AYP. None of our schools
were identified for school improvement, corrective action or restructuring. See report for further
details.

District school improvement

Memphis Community Schools continues to be committed to a philosophy of continuous
improvement. During the 2010-11 school year, the district employed many strategies aimed at
achieving improved student learning. On a district-wide basis, the focus of professional
development has been targeted toward the district’s four ongoing school improvement goals.
The goals and examples of the school improvement strategies and activities are as follows:

Goal One: All students will increase their ability to read, write, and communicate across all
curricular areas. During the 2009-10 school year, all instructional staff in the elementary building
were trained to use the DIBELS literacy assessments to assist in screening and marking students’
progress toward reading proficiency. High School teachers took part in the county wide writing
curriculum development. Professional development was provided for teachers to increase their
knowledge of instructional strategies, performance expectations for students and state content
expectations. Each building continued use of Data Director to collect, store and report on student
achievement needed to drive instruction.

Goal Two: All students of Memphis Community Schools will meet proficiency requirements for



MEAP, MME and ACT testing in the area of mathematics. Professional development was
provided for teachers to increase their knowledge of instructional strategies, performance
expectations for students and state content expectations. A review of math textbooks was comple
ted at all building levels with final recommendations for purchase made at all levels. Each
building continued the use of Data Director to collect, store and report on student achievement
needed to drive instruction.
